(founder of Agape) with their Lifetime 
Achievement Award. Throughout its long 
history, the Alumni Association has only 
awarded five Lifetime Achievement 
Awards. How very special it was for them 
to honor Darla in this way for her work with 
the street children of Kisumu and for 
establishing Agape Childrenôs Ministry. 

It was a joy for us to be there to celebrate 
with Darla and Paul as she was recognized 
in this unique and significant way.

Chris Page, our Kenya Field 
Director, and our missionaries Jonathan 
Dowell and Jeremy Hamilton put together a 
small team from our Kenyan staff to 
investigate the status of street children in 
both of these towns. The team did a 
remarkable job in often challenging and 
difficult circumstances. We are grateful to 
the Lord for all they accomplished. They did 
an excellent job defining the nature and 
scope of the problems facing street children 
in these two communities. 

The bottom line is that there are significant 
numbers of street children in both Kitale and 
Nakuru. There are few resources in either 
town working with the children. The 
unanimous conclusion of our missionaries 
and our team is that Agape needs to do 
something to help these children. Our 
challenge now is to determine whether this 
is a direction the Lord wants us to go. If so, 
what should we do? How should we do it?
