Within 48 hours of being
rescued from the dangers of
the streets, each child who
comes to Agape undergoes
formal assessment. This
helps our team determine how
each child is doing:
spiritually, emotionally, and
academically. The results
help us create Individual
Reintegration Plans for each
child. In the first two
newsletters of this year we
explained in detail how we
help children emotionally and
academically as part of their
rehabilitation. In this
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sharing the Gospel and our
discipleship program
permeate all that we do.
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Outreach Team visits these locations to invite street children and youth to
spend time together. Usually, the team makes its way to Jomo
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business district. Inside the Sportsgrounds, the Outreach Team plays

games with the boys, gets to know them, and, most importantly, begins to
share the Gospel with them. After sharing with the group, the Outreach
