I met 14-year-old Evelyn my first day back at 
Agape Girls.  She immediately stood out to me.  
I could tell right away she was pregnant, 
probably 4-5 months along.  After talking with 
her for a few minutes, it was clear she was very 
intelligent, and she could speak perfect English.  
As I watched the other girls 
around her; I saw she was 
the ñmotherò of the girls, the 
one they would always 
come to for help, advice, 
and laughter.  Evelyn is a 
friend to everyone, a much 
needed peace keeper.  The 
events leading her to Agape 
Girls are filled with sadness.  
Only with Godôs help Evelyn 
persevered through many 
challenges and is now filled 
with love, peace, and hope. 
 
At the age of two, Evelyn 
was separated from her parents.  She 
wandered for a long distance before she was 
found by a very kind and loving lady who took 
her in and gave her food and a place to sleep. 
The next day, the lady took her all around town 
to try and find her family.  After searching 
unsuccessfully, they reported the case to the 
police.  The police, had nowhere to house 

Evelyn and asked the lady to take her home to 
stay while they continued searching.  Every 
single day the lady and Evelyn searched for her 
family, reporting the case to police countless 
times over a period of two years.  The family 
was never found and the case was finally 

brought to court.  The lady 
filed to formally adopt 
Evelyn, and the court 
accepted.   
 
For the next several years, 
Evelyn enjoyed life with her 
new family.  She went to 
school, her adoptive 
parents had children, and 
the family grew.  Evelyn 
was a wonderful big sister.   
 
Unfortunately, about a year 
ago the parents began 
having marital problems 

and decided to separate.  The mother decided 
to move back to her home area but didnôt want 
to move Evelyn in the middle of the school 
year.  She asked a family friend from church if 
Evelyn could stay with her just until the end of 
the school year.  The family friend accepted.  
Next door to her new home lived a male adult

Knowing then that only 

she could help herself, Evelyn walked to the police station and 

reported the case on her own.  This took an unbelievable 

amount of courage.  The police removed her from the home 

and took her to Remand, and the man was jailed.  Medical 

tests confirmed that Evelyn was pregnant by her rapist.  This 

crushing news filled Evelyn with sadness and bitterness.   

 
After being in Remand for a short time, Evelyn was brought to 

Agape Girls Center in November 2013.  There, the staff 

worked with her on the many challenges she had faced in her 

young life.  Over time, she discovered her identity in Christ.  

She came to understand that, although people in her life 

abandoned, abused, and disappointed her, God would never 

leave 
her.

learned about the difficulty and importance of forgiveness.  

She learned ways to cope with the trauma she experienced.  

Evelyn stayed at Agape Girls for three months, and during that 

time, there was an incredible amount of change in her heart.  

Looking back, I realize one of the most important ways that 

Agape Girls supported Evelyn was standing alongside her in 

court as she told her story and faced her rapist .  We were 

able to support her as she bravely made her voice  heard.  

Although this difficult experience was filled with tears and 

deep emotion, Evelyn shared with us that fighting for justice 

was helping her to heal.  I will always be blown away by 

Evelyn

In February 2014, the court allowed Evelyn to leave Agape 

Girls and move back home with her adopted parents.  Evelyn 

and her adoptive mother cried tears of joy when they were 

finally reunited.  Together, the family decided to keep the baby 

after Evelyn delivers, and Evelyn will go back to school next 

year.  We visit her every two weeks, and by the time you read 

this, the baby will have arrived.  Evelyn is continuing to heal 

emotionally, and this will be a life-long process.  Only through

We are blessed to know this strong and courageous girl, and 

blessed God allowed the Agape Girls staff to walk alongside
